Recently, a new series entitl&é8 Reasons Whyas released on Netflixdn just one month, this
series has already been acclaimedhe most watched series Netflix has ever releaBeel.

premise of this show is about a high school student who receives 13 cassette tapes made by a
classmate before she died by suicid@e tapes explain her 13 reasons for killing herself,
essentialf revealing dark secrets that blame others for contributing to her suicide.

The following are precautions of adolescent viewership3dReasons Why

The depiction of mature themes such as bullying, sexual harassment, sexual assault, rape,
substane use, explicit language, homicidal inclinations, and suicide are not appropriate for a
young audience.

The graphic portrayal of suicide, sexual assault, or rape can be triggering for vulnerable
teens, especially those with more fragile psyches.

Adolescents may over identifying with the characters of this show, especially Hannah, the
protagonist who commits suicide.

The show simplifies suicideThe vast majority of people who commit suicide have a
mental illness.Mental iliness is never mentioned in the series.

The 13 tapes created by Hannah before her death romanticize the ability to speak to people
Afrom the beyond. o

Although it is important to show kindness to all people, the show insinuates that Hannah
would not have killed herself if one person had shown more kindidgs.message undermines
the importance of seekirgrofessionahelp.

This series portrays parents and school staff as ineffective and unhdlpigiis especially
true of the skiool counselor, who was shown as distracted, dismissive, and bothered by the
studentdos problems in the final episode.

This series fails to show hefeeking behaviors or coping skills.t s uggests that
only option was suicide.

Contagion. Research shows that young people are more likely to attempt or die by suicide
themselves after experiencing a suicide death of someone close to them (about 4 to 5 times more




likely). Since the release of the show, there has been an incrgagasmmpeople who are
attempting suicide in the same way depicted in the show.

Binge-watching the show may exasperate the impact of the show on adolescents.
