At St. Andrew Catholic School, we believe that we serve God by serving others. So this year, I am asking 

that all of St. Andrew Catholic Community do some type of community service.  Community Service is 

extremely valued as part of the formation of students that attend St. Andrew Catholic School.   

 

Students in grades Pre-K4-8th grade are expected to complete the following minimum amount of 

community service by May 12th.  You can find the community service form online or your child may get 

one from their teacher. 

 

Pre-K4         15 minutes  

Kindergarten and First Grade   30 minutes  

Second and Third Grade   1 hour  

Fourth and Fifth Grade    2 hours  

Sixth and Seventh Grade   10 hours  

Eighth Grade       20 hours  

 

Each grade level must complete half of the required hours by December 9th 

 

Not only do we ask our students to do service hours but we request that each family contribute 10 hours 

of service to our school.  There is no numerical value that can be placed on a teacherôs gratitude for help 

preparing cutouts for an upcoming lesson, the joy on a childôs face when a family member takes time off 

from work to attend a field trip, or the screeches of excitement when children get to show off a family 

member for the first time; even our middle grade students appreciate the time their parents will spend 

chaperoning dances from the shadows!   

 

What makes St. Andrew Catholic School a great community is not a singular effort from one family; it is 

the combined effort, both large and small, of all of our extraordinary families. Your investment in this 

community is an investment in your children and their classmates. Mother Teresa is thought to have said, 

ñIt is not the magnitude of our actions but the amount of love that is put into them that matters.ò  

You have already made a wonderful contribution to your childrenôs education this year by enrolling them 

in St. Andrew Catholic School.
